Through Christ, prayer is viewed as a
high honor and intimate connection with God, rather
than merely a duty.

Churches all over the world dedicated their services
to pleading with God to bring America back to Him.

King Solomon was asking God to restore the nation
of Israel and seeking direction from the Lord in 2
Chronicles. Chapter 7 and verse 14 has been often
quoted as a starting point in this area of restoration -
if My people who are called by My name will
humble themselves, and pray and seek My face, and
turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from
heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their

land.

As Christians — little Christs — we are called by His
name — this is a conditional prayer. A prayer that IF
we do ... then God will ...

Do you pray for America? Start by praying for
yourself to follow these conditions, then your
family, and your church, and your community then
your state. Once we do our part, our nation will
follow.
